March 6, 2010 – 7:00 pm @ Time Out 
Reported by Linda Bivins, Secretary 

 
Steve Harden opened the meeting and then turned the meeting over to Rick Bivins. 

Rick welcomed everyone to the meeting. He asked for a motion to be made for approval of the 
February minutes.  A motion was made and they were approved. 

Ed Williams gave his treasurer’s report. He gave a breakdown of money deposited and funds 
dispersed in February.  

David Lutz gave the membership report and said 85 members have re-upped plus 15 
new members plus 7 Lifetime members = 107 members as of the end of February. 
He stated that anyone that has not re-upped by March 31 will have to pay the new 
membership cost of $30. 
 
There was no report from the Sunshine committee. 
 
Cheryl Harden said there was nothing to report for the area party, but stated it was 
scheduled for May 15, and the theme would be the 50’s – the same as last year.  She 
said by popular request the “Hula Hoop” contest would once again be part of the party 
and she asked everyone  to wear their best costumes. 

Cindy Atkins, Chair of the Float Committee, has put a lot of hard work on the float this 
year and she stated we’ll be entering “Best Shag Theme” this time. Last year we 
entered “Most Original Theme” and won second place, but this year Cindy and her 
committee want to go all the way and bring home first place. Rick told Burlington that we 
were coming and they said it’s about time. Cindy said last time she talked Mardi Gras 
and thanks to Sharon Hardrick she decided to go another route and went with 
something Sharon came up with that will be in our next report . . . .  after the parade. 
Cindy has some great ideas of costume and character. 

Cindy also presented two characters of male and female frog. Barry and Jo Ellen 
Yeargan, committee members, came out into the meeting room dancing around in 
costumes that were purchased by the committee.  Rick suggested these costumes be 
purchased for on-going events and they were cheaper than the ones we rented last 
year.  A motion was made, seconded and approved by the members. Ed was asked to 
reimburse the committee for the costumes that were purchased as they will benefit us 
as mascots in other events. The question was asked of who would be cleaning the 
costumes before and after each event. Cindy mentioned she would be responsible for 
cleaning them after each event.  The costumes will be stored at Bill and Cindy Atkins’ 
home. 

Rick said the Board would like to make a recommendation of $2500 for the purchase of 
a trailer to store all of EBSC’s party items, along with the dance floor.  Rick contacted 
two other shag clubs that have trailers they use for their clubs and he was told it runs 
about $300 a year for liability insurance ($150 every six months). Don Russ asked who 
would be pulling the trailer and would the liability be covered under the person pulling 
the trailer. Rick stated there will be two to three individuals responsible in pulling the 
trailer to and from each event and they would be liable.  Don made a motion to back up 
the board to have the trailer be purchased. Don asked that the members back up the 
board on this motion. Gene Pope seconded the motion. The members voted and the 
majority approved getting the trailer. 



Rick said he needs to know how many people will be going on the van for Eden’s Mardi 
Gras Area Party. He said a sign in sheet would be in the area for anyone wanting to 
participate. 

Rick said if anyone wanted to purchase an SOS card to let Linda Bivins know, since she 
would have to turn them in before Spring SOS. 

Cheryl gave everyone that helped decorate for the re-up party a big thank you for 
helping make the room look nice for the party. 

The SOS Board announced, in the Winter Workshop in Mooresville, that Spring SOS 
will move to the first weekend in April in 2014. 

Eddy Finch asked about the outcome of the ASCAP discussion from the previous 
meeting.  Rick stated the attorney was still checking on the status and should give us 
more detail in the Spring SOS meeting.  The attorney hopes to have an accurate cost 
and update for us in April. 

Dewey Davis said Chigger Woods is working on details of having the shooters party, 
during Spring SOS, while he is at DJ Throw Down this weekend. 

Rick announced that Gene and Nancy are competing in the Nationals at 2001 in North 
Myrtle Beach the weekend of March 12. 

Steve asked for a motion to close the meeting. A motion was made then seconded and 
the meeting was adjourned.
