Presidents and Members of the ACSC:

The Ellen Taylor Foundation for Junior Shaggers had a successful program start-up year
in 2009 and with your help can make significant progress in 2010.

Here’s an update on each program along with what you can do to help support each
program:

Assistance Program: The Assistance Program provides financial support to help
Jjuniors attend and participate in junior events that they may not be able to attend without
our help. We began accepting applications in June of last year and helped three families
attend Junior SOS. We have already helped three families this year and are set to help
many more if we get applications for assistance. We need applications soon for this
year’s Junior SOS.

What Can You Do? We need you to identify kids that would benefit from this
program and encourage and help them send in their applications. Simple and easy,
does not cost anything and all it takes is a little time and thought. Go to the web
site, read about the program, print an application, fill it out, get the person seeking
help to sign it and mail it in. It could not be easier.

Workshop Program: This program provides money to help others host workshops
for juniors. We started the program last October and helped sponsor two workshops
before the end of the year. We know of three coming up this year and would like to get
up to ten workshops this year.

What Can You Do? If you are considering hosting a Junior workshop or know
of anyone that is, go to the web site and read about this program. Print an
application and apply for funding.

Shoe Program: This program has been going for over a year. We collected and gave
out shoes at Junior SOS and several other Junior events. We now have kids that received
shoes bringing them back because they have out grown them. We have over 200 pairs on
hand. The next big effort at distributing them will be Junior SOS in July.

What Can You Do? Drop off any dance shoes that are in good shape at the SOS

Store during Spring SOS. Please put a rubber band around them to hold them
together and write the size on the bottom of the soles with a black marker.
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
